What is the Community Breakfast?
An opportunity to invite friends and colleagues to hear a compelling speaker and share the impact of
Scouting in Silicon Valley.

The purpose of the event is to 1) introduce additional community and business leaders of the Silicon
Valley to our programs and 2) raise additional funds to expand Scouting to more youth.

When and where is the Community Breakfast?
The breakfast will begin at 7:30 am and conclude before 9 am. The date for the breakfast is May 6,
2010. It will be held at the Santa Clara Convention Center, Mission City Ballroom.

What will be asked of the Districts and the Board?
We are also asking each district to recruit a number of table “hosts.” Table Hosts have a target of
filling a table of ten.

We are asking each member of the Executive Board to make a commitment to invite nine friends and
colleagues, in addition to the Board member, for a table of ten.

Whom should | invite?

Please invite adult friends, colleagues, and associates to this event. The only restriction is to make
this event for those who are not already supporting us in the Friends of Scouting campaign or
other events. This is designed to reach out to Scouting alumni and those who believe in our values
who are not currently active in a volunteer or financial Scouting capacity.

Cost?
There will be no cost for the breakfast.

At the close of the event, the costs of Scouting will be discussed and guests will be invited to make a
donation. As a board member or a district table host, you should have given your guest a monetary
range of a suggested gift. We suggest the minimum gift be $275, the cost we estimate to support a
Scout for one year in the council.

Goal:
Our goal is to have 400 guests, raise $110,000, and reconnect Scouting alumni and those who
believe in our values with our local program.
